The Workplace Learning Connection Student Internship/Practicum Programs

· The Internship Program is available to all high school juniors and seniors in the Grantwood Area Education Agency region.

· Nine-week internship sessions are scheduled in the Fall, Spring and Summer terms.

· Students apply for acceptance to the program according to job descriptions written by the sponsoring employers.  Job descriptions are made available to all participating high schools through The Workplace Learning Connection.

· Students must work 10 hours each week for a total of 90 hours during the nine-week internship program. The Practicum program requires 45-60 hours of on site work experience.

· Work hours are arranged between student and employer to fit student schedules and business needs.  (Students are often able to schedule their work hours during traditional classroom hours.)

· Students must maintain a journal and participate in three career development meetings during the internship session.

· Students may receive elective credit from their high school for successfully completing an internship experience.

· Students DO NOT expect to be paid a wage during their internship experience.

· Transportation to and from the work site is the responsibility of the student.

· Before applying, students must participate in a classroom presentation outlining the goals and specifics of the internship program.

· Worker’s Compensation for the student is covered under the school’s policy.

· By sponsoring an internship position(s), employers are able to preview potential new employees, spread the word about the requirements and opportunities of a profession, and help students explore the details of a career.
