� Alaska– Project staff coordinates activities with the Alaska Housing Finance Corporation 


2nd Q 2004 - Project staff worked to develop funding proposals for the Alaska Mental Health Trust Authority to focus on two areas; housing and consumer-run organizations and services. 





� Louisiana – Housing conference held in November 2003.


4th Q 2004 -   Housing Summit was held in Alexandria in October for 125 housing professionals





� North Dakota 2nd Q 2005 – North Dakota MIG Housing Task Force to interact with MIG staff on the barriers to housing as it relates to employment opportunities for North Dakota citizens with disabilities. To identify barriers, priority issues, clarify questions, research services and to develop resources to housing as it relates to employment.


4th Q 2005 - The Statewide Housing Task Force has been very successful. A total of 5 meetings have occurred. This effort will continue into 2006.


2nd Q 2006 - Housing Task Force is moving forward with legislation regarding   “Visitability” law in North Dakota. Sub-committees of the task force are actively working towards established goals.





� Rhode Island – 1st Q 2004 – Housing Work Group being formed by MIG project.


4th  Q 2004  - The Housing Workgroup completed a gaps’ analysis spanning the housing continuum and set goals for ’05  


Rhode Island – 1st Q 2005 – Goal is to improve capacity and access to affordable / accessible housing that is coordinated with long-term care support, and provide support in navigation of the housing system.  Planning to conduct 2 focus groups to assess consumers’ perceptions of barriers & unmet needs across the housing-needs continuum and provide support in navigation of the housing system & conduct operational audits of temporary shelters for individuals with disabilities concerning architectural accessibility. There have been 3 Housing Workgroup meetings this quarter; planning is underway to implement the 2 focus groups.


Rhode Island -  2nd Q 2005 - Two focus groups were conducted in May. There were 15 participants in the first focus group (consumers representing different housing situations and disabilities) and 12 participants in the second (housing agencies and organizations). Results are being transcribed.


1st Q 2006 - The Housing Workgroup met once; informational support was provided for implementation of a RI home modifications revolving fund that would provide loans for accessibility modifications of homes of people with disabilities and the elderly.


3rd Q 2006 – MIG Project is moving toward the development of an Accessible Housing Registry. Meetings have taken place with consumers and housing entities (e.g. Fannie May and UCP) and other state’s registries are being reviewed.
