Eight Medicaid Buy-In chapters provide consumer advocacy and assistance in enrolling eligible persons in the Medicaid Buy-In. These chapters are coordinated by the Executive Directors of the Centers for Independent Living (CILs). 

All 10 Centers for Independent Living in state offering mentoring services to promote employment of persons with disabilities under a contract with MIG. 
Mini-grants from the MIG to local advocacy groups and groups from the business community are to be awarded in December 2006 to provide information and outreach to the disability and business communities on a local level. Grants will be for a limited time period of between 3 and 6 months.
