� 5. Studies or Actual Revisions  of Medicaid Buy-In Work-Related Policies and Protections





� Minnesota – 1st Q 2004 – Previously some income from work every 30 days. Effective Jan. 1, 2004, must document earned income tax withholding and FICA tax withheld. Must have sufficient monthly gross earning to qualify for initial earned income disregard of $65 per month to be eligible.





� Vermont 2nd Q 2005 – Legislation enacted ( Vermont Act 56) which requires that earnings of the working individual with disabilities shall be documented by evidence of FICA tax payments, Self employment Contributions Act tax payments, or a written business plan approved and supported by a third-party investor or funding source.





� Illinois–State is attempting to develop policies related to defining work and work related protections.





� Iowa–State is attempting to develop possible new policies related to work requirements for Medicaid Buy-In programs. 





� New Hampshire–1st Q 2004–Revising rules intended to “raise the bar on job search.”





� Wisconsin 2nd Q 2004- Paper prepared analyzing likely effects of options to change definition of employment in Medicaid Buy-In program
