� Wisconsin – 1St Q 2004–  A study is underway through an analysis of disability determination decisions related to Medicaid Buy-In enrollees to determine 


whether eligibility determination is a barrier to employment. 


2nd Q 2004 – Reviewing early cases on Medicaid Buy-In.


4th Q 2004 - Process of reviewing cases has taken longer than planned. Report will be completed by 6-05


Wisconsin 1st Q 2005 – Report on disability determination process for Medicaid Buy-In participants is partly written.


MIG project is exploring testing feasibility of automating the disability determination process so that people with disabilities can more easily predict their eligibility and make earlier decisions about employment, as measured by the employment behavior of pilot participants. Logic model for several stages have been produced.


Wisconsin 2nd Q 2005 – Analysis of disability determination process for Medicaid Buy-In program completed.


4th Q 2005 - Logics and final report related to automating the disability determination process is completed.





� Nevada 2nd Q 2005 - Meetings were held with the Disability Adjudicator's office to explore options for disability determinations for individuals that have never gone to social security as a way of addressing the barrier of access to health insurance for the working disabled. Investigation of more options are underway.
