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� 11. Data Collection Capability Development & Development of Medicare- Medicaid linked data base





� Indiana – State is beginning to use administrative data that is available as a means of evaluating current employment-related services utilization in health and long-term care programs. 


2nd Q 2004 – State MIG is working with a number of state agencies to develop means to access data which could help in evaluating the Medicaid Buy-In program. 


3rd Q 2004 – MIG project participated in the development of an improved data infrastructure for the Medicaid agency which now has a “cube” devoted to Medicaid Buy-In and employment and which is being phased in October, 2004. 





� Kansas – U of Kansas worked with State contractor EDS to improve data on Medicaid Buy-In program.





� Minnesota 4th Q 2005 - Data workgroup reviewing ongoing reports and began mapping current data collection, identified barriers for data coordination, identified key baseline data and gaps in the final plan.


Minnesota 3rd Q 2006 – MIG develop Progress Report for 1st and 2nd quarters of 2006 and 3rd quarter of 2006 of MIG CEO Project.  Goal of MIG Comprehensive Strategic Plan is to establish the building blocks to improve program accountability, program coordination and awareness of employment-related outcomes.    Strengthen data collection and analysis to better measure employment outcomes, better inform public policy, and improve program and service quality by sharing data across departments, coordinating data collection and analysis, and by coordinating and increasing reporting of data analysis. MIG Project has developed policy to improve data access; drafted tax data agreement; developed stats for Medicaid waiver conference.

� New Hampshire – 3rd Quarter 2005 - Established active database provided by New Hampshire Voc Rehab; converted data of job seeker occupational goals; analysis of job goals among VR underway. Data obtained on patterns of self-employment. Identification of partnerships underway with community based programs and job training programs.





� Rhode Island – 2nd Q 2004 – Continuing the development of the Rhode Island Medicare-Medicaid linked longitudinal database which provides basic data for research on costs of services, utilization and trend analyses for this population. 


4th Q 2004  - MIG Project Director and College of Pharmacy Faculty continued the analysis of the database with particular attention to epidemiological implications for the pre-dual population. Though research for 2004 has technically ended, it will be ongoing through 2005 and beyond.


Rhode Island 1s Q 2005 - Reconstituted the MIG Data and Evaluation Workgroup in support of data collection, research and evaluation of the Medicaid Buy-In program and complete changes to RI’s automated eligibility determination and information systems.  A Resource Directory subcommittee of the Data and Evaluation Workgroup was formed.


2nd Q 2006 - Work has continued utilizing the RI Medicare / Medicaid linked data base. A Profiles of RI Dual Eligibles 1995-1999 in draft form and 2000-2001 data is being analyzed. The RTI Health Care Workgroup met 3 times finalizing its priorities.





� Alaska – 1st Q 2004 – MIG staff developing a website with internal data collection tools and external information targeted toward persons with disabilities, state agencies and service providers as a means to collect, maintain and report evaluation data. 


4th Q 2004 - A request to reconfigure the Adult Public Assistance computer system to collect outcome data on-line is now 11th on the Division of Public Assistance’s priority list.


Alaska 1st Q 2005 -   Although an APA information technology specialist has been assigned responsibility for developing a database to track and report needed data, the work request was assigned as a number two priority.


Alaska 1st Q 2005 - Plan to develop an integrated data system to track employment and service outcomes based on existing internal and external information systems. Strategy is to identify mechanisms for different state agencies to track outcomes given the varying ability of key state agencies to do so and 2) develop a database to extract aggregate data across systems. Waiting until performance indicators were developed during the Alaska Works Initiative Think Tank IV March 30-31.





� Maine – Defining data elements and related parameters to show enrollment and cost patterns.





� New Mexico – 1st Q 2005 – MIG has plans to develop a tracking system to evaluate the Medicaid Buy-In  Program with emphasis to increase employment outcomes by 25% on an annual basis. Will hire a person to compile statistics on program to apply statistical theory & methods to collect, organize, interpret & summarize numerical data. Design spreadsheets, graphs, tables & other technical reporting methods to process complex statistical data.





� South Dakota 1st Q 2005 -  State MIG has adopted goal of developing  strategies for collecting data regarding the number of persons with disabilities who become employed in South Dakota and their relationship to the grant activities.


2nd Q 2005 - The initial design for obtaining data from the VR database has been drafted and approved for testing by mid-August 2005.


3rd Quarter 2005 - The testing for the design of the VR database was accomplished in August; will begin collecting data October 1, 2005


4th Q 2005  - The first report from the data base was compiled on 11/15/05.
