� Maine – 2nd Q 2004 – Developing research design on how the Ticket roll-out is impacting overall employment services and incentives  with the intent that results can guide additional outreach on Ticket.


 Maine – 3rd Q 2004 – State was unable to develop, at this point in time, specific Ticket research and evaluation activities. 





� Kansas 1st Q 2005 - Mailings were sent to 66,500 SSA beneficiaries in Kansas who received "tickets".  Evaluation: Benefits Specialists received approximately 488 calls requesting information; 14 people enrolled in Working Healthy; and approximately 100 individuals were referred to Employment Networks (ENs) and VR for employment assistance.
